Intellectual Property Grganization (WIPQ) in collaboration with patent data service providers.
It is intended to provide access to advanced tools and services for retrieving and analyzing
patent data to designated patent offices and academic and research institutions so as to
support developing countries in more fully exploiting their innovative potential by developing
new solutions to technical problems faced at the local and international levels. Access to
these tools and services will generally be provided at no cost by the participating patent data
service providers to designated patent offices and academic and research institutions in least
developed countries as defined by the United MNations (Group 1). Access will be provided at
low cost to designated patent offices and academic and research institutions in many lower
middle income countries as defined by the World Bank (Group 2) and to patent offices in
other developing countries (Group 3).

In order to benefit from this offer, qualifying institutions in Group 1, Group 2, and Group 3
countries that wish to benefit from access to the tools and services made available through
ASPI agree to maintain their existing subscriptions to products provided by the participating
patent data service providers, as of the year of their registration with ASPI, for a period of at
least one year.
