» To participate to government-led working groups;




("’5 On the negative side ...

» Difficulty of obtaining information on seizures;

» Refusal to carry out raids on certain targets - corruption;
» No clear guidelines on penalties;

» Refusal to seize all products — trying to be “nice”;

» Seized products “disappear” when in storage
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In Cambodia ...

» Market survey and investigations;
» Warning actions;

» Educate the sellers;

» Raids (if necessary);

» Provide expertise;

» Provide training to authorities;

» Support government initiatives;

» Educate the public
