Sign that can be represented graphically in the form of 
images, logos, names, words, letters, numbers,  composition 
of colors, in the form of two dimensions and/or three 
dimensions, sound, hologram, or a combination of the two or 
more of said elements to distinguish the goods and/or 
services produced by the person or undertaking in the 
trading of goods and/or services.

• In accordance with Article 5(2)(b) of the Protocol, Indonesia is going to declare that 
the time limit to notify a refusal of protection shall be 18 months.

• As provided for by Rule 20bis(6)(b) of the Common Regulations under the Protocol, 
the recording of licenses in the International Register shall have no effect in
