 Offices operating under the CASE framework 

 AU, CA, CN, GB and IL as both Depositing and Accessing Offices

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History of  Linkage System of OPD and WIPO-CASE

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 Linkage between JPO-OPD and WIPO-CASE established at the End of March 
2014 , JPO and VG Offices (AU,CA, GB) exchange dossier documents 

 Maintaining distributed architecture:  
 Just adding the 5th node to WIPO-CASE (From a JPO-OPD Viewpoint)  
 The linkage (the 5th node) adopts “OPD Spec” 
 Gateway at WIPO for the linkage buffers the difference in technical 

specifications between OPD and WIPO-CASE
