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Introduction

1. The membership ohe WIPO Coordination Committee consists of States drawn from
three other bodies, namely

(i) the Executive Committee of the Paris Union;
(i)  the Executive Committee of the Berne Union; and
(i)  onefourth of the States party to the Convention Efitdiing the World Intellectual

Property Organization (“the WIPO Convention”) that are not members of any of the Unions
administered by WIPO.

2.  The membership of the Coordination Committee is established once every two years, at
the ordinary sessions of the Assemblies of the Member States (“the Assemblies”). The terms
of office of the present members of the Executive Committee of the Paris Lthion

Executive Committee of the Berne Union and the WIPO Coordination Committee expire at
the close of the present (SeptemB2rto October 12003) ordinary sessions of the

Assemblies. New members of each of those Committees must therefore be elettgdrou
present sessions of the Assemblies. Those new members will serve until the close of the next
ordinary sessions of the Assemblies, which will be held in Septe2(b@5.

3.  The present document deals with the composition of the Committaeare to be

elected and the decisions that the corresponding Assemblies and other bodies are invited to
take in order to elect the new members of the Committees.

l. Executive Committee of the Paris Union

4. Present CompositionThe ExecutiveCommittee of the Paris Union comprises, at
present, 4Bnembers, consisting of 3% dinary memberd and oneexofficio member The
names of the present members are underlined in ListINlmthe Annex to this document.

5.  Limits to Reeligibility for Election Members of the Executive Committee of the Paris
Union may be reelected, but only up to a maximum of twhbirds of the ordinary members
plus theexofficio member, There being 4@uch members, the number of elected ordinary
members eljible for reelection is 27

6. New Composition The Executive Committee of the Paris Union to serve from the
close of the present sessions of the Assemblies to the close of the next ordinary sessions of the
Assemblies should have 4dembers, cosisting of:

(i) 40 elected ordinary members, to be elected by the Assembly of the Paris Union;
out of the preser39 elected members, 26 may and 13 may not beleeted,;

(i) oneex officiomember (Switzerland).

8. Present CompositionThe Executive Committee of the Berne Union comprises, at
present, 3fembers, consisting of 3&dinary membefsand oneex officiomember’ The
names of the esent members are underlined in List IRan the Annex to this document.

9. Limits to Reeligibility for Election. Members of the Executive Committee of the
Berne Union may be relected, but only up to a maximum of twbirds of the ordinary
members plus thexofficio member'® There being 37 such members, the number of elected
ordinary members eligible for relection is 25

10. New Composition The Executive Committee of the Berne Union to serve from the
close of the present sessmof the Assemblies to the close of the next ordinary sessions of the
Assemblies should continue to haver®@@mbers, consisting of:

(i) 36 elected ordinary membelsto be elected by the Assembly of the Berne Union;
out of the present 36 elected memfe25 may and 11 may not be-edected;

(i) oneex officiomember (Switzerland).

11. Accordingly, the Assembly of the Berne
Union is invited to elect, from among its
members, 3&tates to the Executive
Committee of the Berne Union; these

36 States must not include more than 3fates
which, at present, are members of that
Committee.

12. Rules of Composition The WIPO Coordination Committee is composed of the
following categories of members:

() theelected ordinary members of the Executive Committee of the Paris Union and
of the Executive Committee of the Berne Unibh;

(i) Switzerland, as the State on whose territory the Organization has its headqtfarters;

(i)  onefourth of the States party thhe WIPO Convention that are not members of any
of the Unions, which are designated by the WIPO ConferErare which serve aad hoc
members of the WIPO Coordination Committé&e.

13. New Composition It follows that the WIPO Coordination Comrtee to serve from the
close of the present sessions of the Assemblies to the close of the next ordinary sessions of the
Assemblies should have 80embers, consisting of:

(i) the 40 ordinary members of the Executive Committee of the Paris Union to be
eleded by the Assembly of the Paris Union in the present sessions (see paré@yaph
above);

(i)  the 36 ordinary members of the Executive Committee of the Berne Union to be
elected by the Assembly of the Berne Union in the present sessions (see paddi{raph
above);

(i) Switzerland; and

(iv) threead hocmembers to be designated by the WIPO Conference in the present
sessions’

14. Accordingly, the WIPO Conference is
invited to designate, from among its members
that are not members of amyf the Unions,
three States to be ad hoc members of the
WIPO Coordination Committee.
