INTRODUCCION

1.  El presente Informe General registra las deliberaciones y decisiones de la Asamblea
General de la OMPI, decimoctavo periodo de sesiones (6° extraordinario) y de la Asamblea de
la Unién de Berna, decimonoveno periodo de sesiones (7° extraordinario), que se reunieron en
Ginebra los dias 21, 22 y 24 de mayo de 1996. Los debates se efectuaron y las decisiones se
adoptaron en reuniones conjuntas de ambos Organos Rectores.

2. Ademas del presente Informe General, se han redactado informes separados sobre las
reuniones de cada uno de los Organos Rectores mencionados (véanse los documentos
WO/GA/XVIII/1 y B/A/XIX/1).

APERTURA DE LAS REUNIONES

4.  La vigésimo octava serie de reuniones de ambos Organos Rectores (Asamblea General
de la OMPI y Asamblea de la Unién de Berna) fue convocada por el Director General de la
OMP], (al que en adelante se denominara “el Director General”).

5.  Las reuniones de ambos Organos Rectores fueron abiertas en una reunién conjunta de
ambos Organos Rectores por el Presidente de la Asamblea General de la OMPI,
Sr. Moses F. Ekpo (Nigeria).

CIERTAS CUESTIONES DE DERECHO DE AUTOR Y DERECHOS CONEXOS

7. Los dos Organos Rectores fueron informados, y tomaron nota con aprobacién, de
las conclusiones de la reunién del Comité Preparatorio de la propuesta Conferencia
Diplomatica (diciembre de 1996) sobre ciertas cuestiones de derecho de autor y
derechos conexos, que habia tenido lugar los dias 20 y 21 de mayo de 1996, tal como se
refleja en el documento CRNR/PM/8.

TEMA 3bis DEL PROGRAMA CONSOLIDADO:
ORGANIZACION DE REUNIONES DE CONSULTA
8.  El Director General record6 que -en armonia con las recomendaciones adoptadas en la

sexta sesion del Comité de Expertos sobre un posible Protocolo al Convenio de Berna y la
quinta sesion del Comité de Expertos sobre un posible Instrumento para la proteccién de los
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derechos de los artistas intérpretes o ejecutantes y los productores de fonogramas, que
tuvieron lugar conjuntamente en febrero de 1996 (véase el documento BCP/CE/V1/16-
INR/CE/V/14, pérrafo 275)- las siguientes reuniones deberan tener lugar antes de la
Conferencia Diplomatica: tres reuniones regionales de consulta en Ginebra,

el 20 de septiembre de 1996, una reunién del “Grupo 12 + 12” en Ginebra, los dias 14

y 15 de octubre de 1996; una reunion regional de consulta para los paises de América Latina
y el Caribe en Santiago de Chile, del 29 al 31 de octubre de 1996; una reunién regional de
consulta para los Paises Africanos en Marruecos, del 6 al 8 de noviembre de 1996; y una
reunién regional de consulta para los Paises de Asia y el Pacifico, en Chiang-mai los dias 21
y 22 de noviembre de 1996.

9.  Sobre la base de la propuesta del Director General, y como consecuencia de la
peticién de la Delegacion de Cote d’Ivoire, haciendo uso de la palabra en nombre del
Grupo de Paises Africanos, se decidié que, para cada reunién regional de consulta, el
numero de participantes sufragados por la OMPI seria 15 de cada grupo, con excepcion
de la reunién regional de consulta para los Paises Africanos que tendra lugar en
Marruecos en octubre de 1996, para la que ese nimero sera de 20.

10. Quedé entendido que la decisién de financiar un mayor niimero de participantes de los
Paises Africanos en la misma reunion, fue adoptada sobre una base ad hoc y sin ninguna
implicaci6n para otras reuniones.

11. También qued6 entendido que los tres grupos podran pedir que la OMPI financie mas o
menos participantes para las reuniones regionales de consulta del 20 de septiembre de 1996
y/o para la de octubre-noviembre de 1996, y/o para la Conferencia Diplomatica, a condicion
de que la carga financiera global de la OMPI siga siendo la misma.

12. Enlo relativo a la seleccién de los participantes en el “Grupo 12 + 127, y al
mandato de ese Grupo, los Organos Rectores decidieron postergar las decisiones hasta
sus sesiones de septiembre-octubre de 1996.

TEMA 4 DEL PROGRAMA CONSOLIDADO:

13.  El presente Informe General fue
aprobado por unanimidad por los Organos
Rectores interesados, el 24 de mayo de 1996.
