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IP Lessons

• Learn the rules about incorporating other’s 
work into yours (permission and/or 
sufficient acknowledgement)

• Be clear on ownership when you collaborate 
or commission work (e.g. logos, artwork, 
photography, etc). Get it in writing!

• Learn your rights when others use your 
work

• Keep records of your work as you create
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
