|. INTRODUCCION

1.  De conformidad con la decision adoptada por los Organos Rectores de la Organizacion
Mundia de laPropiedad Intelectual (OMPI) y de las Uniones administradas por la OMPI, en
su trigésima serie de reuniones, celebrada en Ginebralos dias 20y 21 de marzo de 1997 (véase
el documento AB/XXX/4, puntos 3y 4), € Director General de la OMPI convoco una
Reunion de Informacién sobre la propiedad intelectual en materia de bases de datos
(denominada en adelante “la Reunidn de Informacion”) en la Sede de la OMPI, en Ginebra,

del 17 d 19 de septiembre de 1997.

- Legidlacion naciona y regional existente relativa ala propiedad intelectua en
materia de bases de datos (documento DB/IM/2), e

- Informacion recibida de los Estados miembros de la OMPI y de la Comunidad
Europeay sus Estados miembros respecto de la propiedad intelectual en materia de bases de
datos (documento DB/IM/3y 3 Add.)

9. LaSecretariatomé nota de las intervenciones efectuadas y las grabé en cinta
magnetofonica. En e Anexo del presente informe figuran las declaraciones formuladas durante
los debates.”

El anexo serd enviado por separado para su aprobacion por escrito y distribuido en unafecha
ulterior.
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10. El Presidente resumio los debates de lamanera siguiente: Los debatesy la
documentacion de que se dispone en esta Reunion de Informacién representan una base de
datos voluminosa de las opiniones y enfoques preval ecientes respecto de un posible sistema de
proteccion sui generis de las bases de datos. Todas las delegaciones que hicieron uso de la
palabra pusieron de relieve su compromiso y recalcaron su voluntad de participar en la labor
relativa a esta importante cuestion. Muchas delegaciones declararon que necesitaban mas
tiempo pararealizar estudios y consultas anivel naciona, regional e internaciona y declararon
ademés que era necesario proseguir € andisis afin de evaluar la necesidad de contar con un
sistema de ese tipo; ademas, esas del egaciones recomendaron la prudenciay un ritmo més
moderado en las deliberaciones internacionales. La Comunidad Europeay muchos de sus
Estados miembros explicaron la legislacion europea sobre la proteccion sui generis de las bases
de datos, informaron sobre su experienciay explicaron sus opiniones sobre la necesidad de
contar con ese tipo de proteccion. Varias delegaciones manifestaron que no estaban
convencidas de la necesidad de contar con este tipo de proteccién; muchas de ellas, sin
embargo, dijeron que no negarian la posible necesidad de contar con cierto tipo de proteccién
de las bases de datos no originales y valiosas. Cierto niUmero de del egaciones recal caron que
también debia estudiarse la aplicabilidad de las formas de proteccidn existentes. La mayoriade
las delegaciones subrayaron laimportancia del acceso librey abierto alainformacion,
especialmente en esferas de gran interés para e publico, tales como el campo cientifico, la
educacion y la seguridad nacional. Asimismo se puso de relieve laimportanciadd libre
intercambio de datos cientificos y especialmente de datos meteorol égicos. Muchas
delegaciones sefialaron que s se estableciera un sistema de proteccién especifica de las bases
de datos, éste deberiareflgjar un verdadero equilibrio entre los derechos e intereses de los
titulares de los derechos 'y € interés del publico en general, con inclusion de los sectores
cientifico, de investigacién y de educacion, y sin olvidar € papel de las bibliotecas.

11. El Presidente observo, ademés, que se habian mencionado ciertas cuestiones y aspectos o
elementos de un posible derecho sui generis que era necesario abordar, entre ellos los
siguientes:

- la necesidad de contar con dicho sistema de proteccién;

- las definiciones de conceptos necesarios, tales como € de “ bases de datos’;

- el objeto protegido;

- los derechos que han de concederse;

- el ambito de proteccioén;

- la determinacién del beneficiario o titular de los derechos;

- la duracion de los derechos;

- las excepciones a favor, por giemplo, de las actividades cientificas y educativas;

- los principios de funcionamiento, tales como €l trato nacional o lareciprocidad; y
- los medios de gjercicio y los medios de establecimiento de la prueba de infraccion.

El Presidente recalcd que lalistano era exhaustivay que el documento que preparariala
Oficina Internaciona seria de mayor acance.

finales de abril de 1998, informacion relativa a las cuestiones incluidas en e documento
mencionado, asi como cualquier otra cuestion relacionada que consideren pertinente;

iil) améstardar afinaes dejunio de 1998, la Oficina Internacional deberd poner a
disposicién de los Estados miembros de la OMPI y de la Comunidad Europea esta
informacién en forma concisa, de manera que se faciliten las consultas sobre |os temas
relativos ala propiedad intelectual en materia de bases de datos a nivel naciona y
regional, asi como a las organizaciones ya mencionadas en € punto ii), quedando
entendido que lainformacion que se reciba de las organizaciones intergubernamentales y
no gubernamental es se pondra a disposicion en los idiomas en los que haya sido
presentada;

iv)  laOficinalnternacional también deberd enviar, a mas tardar a finales de septiembre
de 1998, alos Estados miembros de la OMPI y ala Comunidad Europes, asi como alas
organizaciones mencionadas en e punto ii), un documento analitico que resumala
informacion mencionada en € punto iii).

El Presidente sefid 6 € entendimiento de la Reunién de Informacion de que quedaba a

discrecion de los Organos Rectores de la OMPI tomar una decision sobre la convocatoria de
cualquier reunién adicional de la OMPI sobre la propiedad intelectual en materia de bases de
datos anivel regiond y/o internacional, asi como la preparacion y financiacion de tales
reuniones.
