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Background to the prese~t doclli~ent 

1 . The PCT Interim Advisory Committee for Administrative Questions (hereinafter 
referred to as "the Interim Committee") at its seventh session , held in Geneva 
from November 1 to November 8, 1976, had before it a document entitled "Guidelines 
on the Presentation and Execution of Drawings under the Patent Cooperation Treaty 
(PCT) " (document PCT/AAQ/VII/11) . The Interim Committee established, at its said 
session, a Working Group on Guidelines for Pub l ication and for Drawi ngs (herein­
after referred to as " the Working Group" ) for the purpose of assisting in the 
establishment of Guidelines for Publication a nd Guidelines for Drawings and refer ­
red the said document to the Working Group (see the said report, document 
PCT/AAQ/VII/1 9, paragraphs 138 and 157). 

2. At its sess ion held in Geneva from February 21 to 25, 19 77, the Working Group 
had before it the said document PCT/AAQ/VII/11, which contained draft Guidelines 
that· were a modified version of "Guidelines on the Presentation and Execution of 
Drawings and Figurative Representations Accompanying a European Patent Application," 
observations on t he said draft Guidelines from the Patent Office of t he United 
Kingdom (documen t PCT/WG/GPD/I/4~ and a final version of Guidelines for Drawings as 
adopted by the Interim Committee of the European Patent Organisation (EPO) (herein­
after referred to as the "EPO Guidelines") (document PCT/WG/GPD/I/5) . 

3 . The Working Group, at its session referred to above , decided to base its work 
on document PCT/WG/GPD/I/5 in view of the fact that the draft Guidelines contained 
in document PCT/AAQ/VII/11 were based on an earlier draft of Guidel ines for Drawings 
prep ared for consideration in the framework of the Interim Committee of the ~PO f rom 
which a significant amount of material had been deleted in t he course of b1e elabo­
ration of the EPO Guidelin es . 

4 . The Working Group, having decided that the main body of the Guidelines for 
Drawings under the Patent Cooperation Treaty (hereinafter r eferred to as the "PCT 
Guidelines " ) s ho uld be elaborated with a simi lar objective to that of the EPO 
Guidelines, that is , havin g a primary purpose of serving PCT Authorities rathe r 
than appl icants and draftsmen, undertook a brief review of the EPO Guide lines in 
order to assist the International Bureau in the preparation of a revised version o f 
the PCT Guidel ines on the basis of the EPO Guidelines . The Working Group decided, 
nevertheless, that materia l of an informat i ve nature re l ating to the manner of 
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e~ecution of drawings, as contained in document PCT/AAQ/VII/11, could be useful , 
s~nce the framework of the PCT was broader than that of the regional system estab­
llshed under the European Patent Convention , and should therefore be retained in 
an Annex to the main body o f the PCT Guidelines . 

5 . The Working Group furt hermore accepted with gratitude an offer made on 
behalf of the United States Patent and Trademark Office to revie~ the E~O Guide ­
lines in detail and to provide to the International Bureau a copy of those Guide ­
lines marked up to show the amendments and reference& necessary for PCT Guidelines .

Revised Version of the PCT Guidelines 

7 . The revised ve rsion of the PCT Guidelines is concerned with the essential 
requirements for drawings un der the PCT and the Regulations thereunder . The said 
revised version of the PCT Guidelines has been prepared mainly on the basis of 
the marked- up copy of the f inal EPO Guidelines on Drawings contained in Annex IV 
to thi s document , taking into account, nevertheless, the comments made at the 
said session of the Working Group and the written comments submitted to the 
International Bureau by the members of the Working Group. 

Annex to the PCT Gu..i.delines ( "Informat ive Materi al Relating to Drawings t:nder 
the PCT" ) 

8. This Annex will contain the informative mat erial mentioned i n paragraph 4 
above. The International Bureau prepared the draft of the Annex bearing in mind 
that the essential information as to the requirements of the PCT i n relation to 
drawi ngs will be contained in the PCT Guidelines and not in the Annex and that 
some informat ive material was already included in the marked-up copy of the EPO 
Guidelines as contained in Annex IV. Since the inclusion of drawings in the 
Appendix to document PCT/AAQ/VII/11 represented a significant inf ormative element 
of that document, the drawings co•· tained in that Appendix have been retained in 
the Annex to the PCT Guidelines .

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DRAFT GUIDELINE~ FOR DRAWING~ 
UNDER THE PATENT COOPERATION TREATY (PCT) 

Introductory Note 

1 . These Guidelines are directed to the Reg ulations under the Patent Cooperation 
Treaty (PCT) relating to drawings (Rule 11) . They reproduce, at least in part, 
for easy reference, the text of the Rules concerning drawings, together with com­
ments, observations and explanations regarding interpretation . The provisions of 
the Regulations under the PCT relevant to a particul ar paragraph a re cited in the 
left-hand margin opposite the paragraph concerned. 

2 . The Guidelines deal with the requirements for drawings that are a part of 
international applications and are intended to be used primarily by the PCT 
Authorities to determine the acceptability of the drawings submitted in interna­
tional applications. 

3 . The Guidelines should provide a handy aid and reference material for those 
persons whose task it is to see that the drawings comply with the various physical 
requirements under the PCT and also for those persons who prepare such drawings-­
applicants and their attorneys or agent s and draftsmen. 

4. It is to be n oted that these Guidelines are meant to be recommendations for 
the purpose of achieving some degree of uniformity and are not mandatory require­
ments t o the extent that they specify details beyond the scope of the Regulations 
under the PCT. 

5. As explained in Section 13 of the Guidelines, figurative reoresentations, 
i.e., chemical and mathematical formulae and tables, are not considered as draw­
ings under the Regulations of the PCT . Nevertheless, to the extent that such 
figurative representations are produced and reproduced, by means similar to draw­
ings , they are also deal t with in these Guidelines. 

6 . Notwithstanding the fact that photographs are not mentioned in the PCT or 
the Regulations thereunder , under certain conditions photographs may be necessary 
for the understanding of a claimed invention; therefore t hese Guidelines deal 
with them t oo. 

7. Drawings are an international language ; this is a particularly impartant 
factor when technical documents have to be translated into several languages. 
While a translation, however carefully done, may not ref lect the author's true 
intentions, since every language has its own particular means of expression, a 
good drawing needs no alteration in order to be understood all over the world . 
The same is true of chemicaland .mathematical formulae, which giv e universally 
comprehensible expression to specific concepts. 

8 . The drawings, if any , in an international application are of prime import­
ance . The i n ternational application is either published in English, French, 
German, Japanese or Russian, or, i f filed in another language, in English transla­
tion . Anyone consulting the contents of a published international application 
who does not know the language in which the description, claims, and possibly the 
abstract are drawn up, thus has only the drawings from which to initially gain 
an idea of the content of t he application. Hence the importanc e of Gui delines to 
ensure that drawings are clear and easily understood . Th is po int must always be 
borne in mind by persons whose task it is to check drawings and by inventors, 
draftsmen, and the national patent Offices.

11. It is a lso to be noted that the Regulations under the PCT n{quirE\ tha~ ,-- . 
whenever drawings are reproduced py any means with a l inear reduction ~n size to 
two-thirds, the drawings should enable all details to be distinguished without 
difficulty . The general principle enunciated in paragraph 9 above must be under-
stood in the light of thi s requirement : _,..~ 
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Guidelines for Drawings under the Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT) 

1. When drawings are required 

:.1 The situations in wh ich a drawing is require d under the PCT are set forth 
in Article 7 and Rule 7 . 2 a s fol lows: 

Ar ticle 7 

" (1) Subject to the provisions of paragraph (2) (ii), drawings shall be re ­
quired when they are necessa r y for the understanding of the invention. 

(2 ) Where, without being necessary f o r the understanding of t he invention , 
the nature of the invention admi ts of illustration by drawings : 

(i) the a pplicant may include such drawings in the international appli ­
c a tion when filed, 

(ii) any des ignated Office may require that the applicant file s uch draw­
ings with it within t he prescribed t ime limit." 

Rule 7 . 2 ----
"The time limit referred to in Article 7(2 ) (ii) shall be reasonable 

under the circumstances of the case and shall, in no case, be shorter than 2 
months from the date of the written invitation requiring t he f i l ing of drawings 
or additional drawings under the said provision." 

2. Graphic forms which are considered to be drawings 

2 . 1 Per~pectives, e xplode d views , sections and cross - sections , and detai l s on a 
different scale are all conside r ed to be drawings within t he meaniny of the PCT . 
Drawings also cover "flow sheets and diagrams, " such as functional diagrams and 
graphic representations of a give n phenomenon which express the relationship 
between t wo or more ma gnitudes. 

2.2 Chemical or mathematical formulae and tables may be incl~ded in t he des ­
cription, claims and abstract, in which c ase they are not s~bject to the same 
requirements a s drawing s . Such graphic f o rms are dealt wi th in further detail 
in Section 13. As explained in t hat se=tion, such graphic forms may nevertheless 
b e submitted a s drawings, in which case they are subject t o t he same require ments 
as drawings. 

3. Presentation of drawings 

3.1 All f igure s of t he drawings must be grouped together ang arranged on a sheet or 
Rule ll.l3(j) sheets wi thout wasting space , preferably in an upright position, clearly separated 
Rule ll.lO(a) from one another, and may in no event be included in the sheets containing the 

descripti on , claims or abstract. 

3 .2 In accordance with Rule ll. 2(a) , the drawings "shall be s o presen ted as to 
admit of direct reproduc tion by photography, e lectro s tatic processes, photo 
offset and microfilming, in any number of copies . " 

3.3 As r egards the figure, o r fig ures in exceptional case~ to accompany t he 
abstract, where an international application c ontains drawings, ref erence should be 
made to the " Guidelines for International Search to be Carried Out under the Patent 
Cooperation Treaty (PCT) , " Chapter XI, Section 4 . The figure Is ) illustrat ing 
the abstract must be the fi gure(s) whlch better characterize(s ) t he claimed i nvent ion 
and must be chosen from the d rawings accompanying the international applicat ion . 
The abstract may b e illustrat ed by one o r more figures only if the international 
appli c ation itself contains drawings. The figure(s ) that wi l l accompany the 
abstract at the time the international appl ica tion is published may not be 
included in the abstract. At lea st one figure of the drawings should be suit able 
fo r use with t he abstract. 
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4. Conditions regarding the paper used 

4 . 1 Drawings must be on sheets of A4 paper (29.7 cm x 21 
flexible, strong, white, smooth , non-shiny and durable."

4.2 "Each sheet shall be reasonably free from erasures and shall be free from 
alterations, overwritings and interlineations . Non-compliance with this Rule 
may be authorized,in exceptional cases, if the authenticity of the content is 
not in question and the requirements for good reproduction are not in jeopardy." 

4.3 The aim of these provisions is to obtain a good quality reproduction of the 
original drawings which is as clear as possible. Erasures on an origina l some­
times reappear on a reproduction. 

5 . Fastening sheets of drawings 

5 .1 "All sheets of the international application shall be so connected that they 
can be easily turned when consulted , and easi l y separated and joined again ... "

6. Presentation of the sheets of drawings 

6.1 The presentation of the sheets of drawings must conform to certain rules 
regarding the useable surface area and the numbering of the various sheets 
used (see also paragraphs 6.4 to 6 .6 below and Section 207 of the Administrative 
Instructions ) . 

6 . 2 The usable surface area of sheets of drawings should be as follows : 

"On sheets containing drav.'ings, the surface usable shall no t exceed 26-:2 cm x 
17 . 0 cm. The sheets shall not contain frames ~round the usable or used surface . 
The minimum margins shall be as follows : -top: · 2 . 5 cm ; - left side : 2.5 cm; 
right side : l. 5 cm; - bottom : l. 0 cm . " 

6. 3 Under Rule 11.6 (e), the margins "must be completely blank" and, accordingly, 
no entries may be made in the margins . The drawings must be so set out that 
they do not overlap into the minimum margin defined in Rule ll . 6(c). 

6 . 4 " All tha sheets contained in the international application shall be numbered 
in consecutive arabic numerals . " " The numbers shall be placed at the top of the 
sheet, in the middle , but not in the margin"regardless of the positioning of the 
figures. The sheets of drawings must be numbered v:i thin the maximum usable 
surface area (i . e. , 26 . 2 cm x 17.0 cm) as defined in Rule ll . 6(c )) . Instead of 
numbering the sheet in the exact middle at the top , in certain exceptional case s 
i t may, however , be acceptable for the drawing to be numbered towards the right­
hand side, if the drawing comes too close to the middle of the edge to provide 
sufficient usable surface . This numbering should be in numbers larger than those 
used as refer ence signs in the drawings to a void any confusion wi th the latter. 

6 . 5 As stated in paragraph 6 .4 above, Rule ll . 7(a ) requires all sheets of 
~he international application to be numbered consecutively . Ac c o rding to 
Article 3(2) , an international application consists of all the following 
elements : a request, a description, one or more claims, one or more drawings 
(where required) and an abstract . Taking these two requirements together it 
might appear, therefore , that all the sheets making up the international appli­
cation must be numbered consecutively . Section 207 of the Administrative 
Instructions, however , provides that the numbering of sheets should be effected 
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by the use of three separate series of numbering . The first series of numbers 
shall be applied to the request only , and shall commence with the first sheet 
of the request. The second series of numbers shall commence with the des ­
cription and continue through the claims until the last sheet of the abstract 
and the third series shal l be applied t o sheet s of the drawings commencing with 
the firs t sheet of the drawings. 

6.6 It is therefore required that the sheets of drawings be consecutively 
paginated from 1 onwards , and it is suggest ed t hat the number of each sheet 
be shown by t wo arabic numerals placed either side of an obl ique line, the 
first being t he .sheet number, and the second being the total number of sheets 
of drawings , with no other marking. For example, "2/5" would be used for t he 
second sheet of drawings of a file containing 5 sheets and "1/ 1" would be used 
in the case of a single sheet . It should be noted , i n particular, that the 
sheets of drawings should contain no entry such as "plate" or "sheet" which 
would entail having to translate such terms, thereby raising problems for 
sheets on which no other wording may appear . 

7 . General l ay- out of drawings 

7.1 The various figures on the same sheet of drawings must be laid out according to 
certain requirements as t o placement of figures and figure numbering. Figures 
divided into several parts must comply with particular req uirements as explained 
below . 

7 . 2 As far as possible , a ll figures of the drawings s hould be set out upright 
on the sheets (i . e., the short sides at the top and bottom). If a f igure is 
broader than it is high, it may be set out so t h at the bottom of the figure lies 
parallel to and along the · right- hand side of the sheet . In t h is case, if other 
figures are drawn on the same sheet, they should be set out in the same way , so 
that all the figures on a single sheet lie in the same position . 

7.3 The drawing should contain as many figures as may be necessary to adequately 
show the claimed invention. The views may be plan, elevation, section, or per­
spective views; detail views of portions or elements, on a larger scale if 
necessary , may be used. Exploded views, with the separated parts of t h e same 
figure embraced by a bracket, to show the relationship or order of assembly of 
various parts are permissible. One figure should not be placed upon or within 
the outline of another figure. A spacing is recommended between each figure . 
They should not be separated by lines . 

7.4 "The different figures shall be numbered in arabic numerals consecutively 
and independently of the numbering of the sheets" and, if possible, in the order 
in which they appear. This numbering should be preceded by t he a bbreviation 
"FIG , " whatever the language of the international application. Where a single 
figure is sufficient to illustrate the claimed invention, it should not be 
numbered an'd the abbreviation "FIG" should not appear. Rule 11.13 (e) applies to 
numbers and letters identifying the figures, i.e . , they must be simple and clear 
and may not be used in association with brackets, circles , or inverted commas . 
The figure numbers should also be larger than the numbers used for reference 
signs . An exception to Rule 11 . 13(k) quoted above may be permitted only as 
regards partial figures intended to form one complete figure, irrespective of 
whether they appear on one or several sheets. In this case the complete figure 
may be identified by the same number followed by a capital letter (e.g. , FIGS, 7A, 
7B). 

7.5 The different figures should preferably be set out, as far as possible, on 
each sheet in ascending numerical order from left to right and from top to 
bottom . If one of two figures illustrates on a larger scale a detail from the 
other , each figure should be numbered separately, and if possible, consecutively . 

7 . 6 "Where figures on two or more sheets form in effect a single complete figure, 
the fig ures on the several sheets shall be so arranged that the complete figure 
can be assembled without concealing any part of any of the figures appearing on 
the various sheets."

7 . 7 Partial figures drawn on separate sheets must always be capable of being 
linked edge to edge, that is to say, no partial figure may contain parts of 
another partial figure. 

7.8 A very long figure may be divided into several parts placed one above the 
other on a single sheet. However , the relationship between the different parts 
must be clear and unambiguous. It is therefore recommended that a smaller scale 
figure be included showing the whole formed by the partial figures and indicating 
the positions of the parts shown . 

8. Expressions, etc ., not to be used 

8.1 The provision that the international application should not contain expres­
sions within the meaning of Rule 9 . 1 applies also to draw~ngs, i.~ . , expressions 
or drawings contrary to morality, expressions or drawings contrary to public 
order ("ordre public") and any statement or other matter obviously irrelevant 
or unnecessary under the circumstances . 

9. Execution of drawings 

9.1 Rule ll.l3(a) sets certain standards for lines and strokes in drawings 
to permit satisfactory reproduction by the various means described in Rule ll . 2(a) 
(see also paragraph 3 . 2 above). 

9 . 2 The drawings must be executed in durable, black lines and strokes. In all 
cases; the thickness of the lines and strokes must take into account t he scale, 
n ature , execution and perfect legibility of the drawing and of the reproductions . 
All lines must be drawn with the aid of drafting instruments except those which 
by their nature do not permit the use of such instruments, e.g . , irregul ar diagrams 
and ornamental structures. 

9 . 3 The use of shading in figures is allowed provided this assists in their 
understanding and is not so extensive as to impede legibility. Shading may, for 
instance, be used to indicate the shape of spherical, cylindrical, conical 
e lements, etc . Flat parts may also be lightly shaded . Such shading is allowed 
in the case of parts shown in perspective but not for cross-sections . Only 
spaced lines may be used for shading , not fully blacked out areas . These lines 
must be thin, as few in number as possible and they must contrast with the rest 
of the drawings . 

9 . 4 In making and representing cross-sections, certain conditions must b e 
observed with regard to the indication and identification of the figures concerned 
and how they are to be represented as more ful ly explained below . 

9.5 Where the figure is a cross-section on another figure, the latter should 
indicate the position of the section and may indicate the viewing direction by 
arrows a t each end. 

9.6 Each sectional figure shoul d be capable of being quickly identified, 
especiall y where several cross-sections are made on the same figure, e . g. , by 
inscribing the words "Section on AB ," or to avoid the use of lettering, by 
marki ng each end of the cross-section line on the diagram with a single Arabic 
or Roman numeral . This number will be t he same as the Arabic or Roman numeral 
identifying the figure in the international application where the section is 
illustrated. A cross - section represents that part of an object which is situated 
on a cutting surface . In industrial drawings, the cross-section is that part of 
the object which is behind the c utting surface from t he point of view of the 
person l ooking at it. Cutting surfaces are general ly plane surfaces and if they 
are not they must be defined precisely . Cross-sections must always fo llow the 
c utting surface , whatever it may be. 
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9. 7 A cross-section must be set out and drawn in the same mann er as a normal view 
whose parts in cross-section are hatched with regularly spaced parallel oblique 
strokes, the space between strokes being chosen on the basis of the total area to 
be hatched. · 

9. 8 Hatching should not impede the clear reading of the reference signs and 
reference (lead)lines . Consequently, if it is not p oss ible to p lace references 
out s ide the hatched area , the hatching may be broken off wherever reference signs 
are inserted . Certain types of hatching may be given a specific meaning . The 
hatching should be at a substantial angle to the surrounding axes or principal 
lines, preferably 45° . The various parts of a cross- section of the same item 
should be hatched in the same manner . The hatc hing of juxtaposed different 
e l ements must be angled in a different way. In the case of large areas, hatching 
can be c onfined to an edging drawn around the inside of the outline of the area 
t o be hatched . 

9.9 The scale of the figure must be such that all the essential details can be 
clearly distin guished in a linear reduction in size to t wo- thirds. 

9.10 In exceptional cases , where required, the scale of the drawing may be 
graphically represented. I ndications such as " actual size" or "scale 1/2 " on the 
drawings or in the description, are not permitted. 

9 . 11 Numbers, letters and reference signs and any other data given on the s heets 
of d rawing , such a s the number i n g of figures , pages of the drawing, acceptable 

_text matter , graduations on scales , etc . , must b e simple and c l ear , and not used 
in association with .any brackets , inverted commas , circles or outlines whatsoever . 
Numbers, letters arid reference signs should be laid out in the same direction as 
the diagram so as t o avoid having to rotat e the page . 

9.12 Reference (l ead) lines are those lines between the reference signs and the 
aet ail s referred to. Such l ines may be straight or curved and should be as short 
as possible . They mus t originate in the immediate proximity of the reference 
sign and extend to the fea ture indicated. Reference lines for cert ain referenc e 
signs may be omitted . Reference signs o f this type , which are not connected to 
anything , wi ll then indicate the surface o r cross- section on which they are placed. 
I n such cases the reference sign should be underlined to make it quite clear that 
the l ine has no t been left out by mistake . Reference lines must b e executed in 
the same way as ·lines in drawings. 

9.13 Arrows may be used at the end of the reference lines provided tha t the i r 
meaning is clear. They may indicate a number of points : 

(a) a freestanding ar row indicates the entire section towards which it 
points ; 

(b) an arrow touching a l i ne indicates the surface shown by the line looking 
along the direction of the arrow . 

(c) arrows may also be used in appropriate cases t o show the direction of 
movement . 

9 . 14 Under Rule 11.13(h) , a min i mum size of 0 . 32 cm is required for all numbers 
and l etters used on the drawings so that t heir reduction in siz e to two-thirds 
remains easil y legible . 

9 . 15 The Latin alphabet should normally be used for letters . The Greek alphabet 
is to be accepte~howeve~ where it is customaril y used , e . g . , to indicate angles , 
wave l engths, etc . 
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9.16 "Reference signs not mentioned in the des cription shall not appear in the 
drawings, and v i ce versa ." Ref erence signs appearing in the drawings must be 
given in the description . 

9.17 Features of a drawing should not be designated by a reference in cases where 
the_ feature itself has not been described. This situation may arise as a result 
of amendments to the description involving t he deletion of pages or whole para­
graphs . One solution would be to d e lete ref erence s igns on the d rawing which 
have been deleted in the description. 

9 . 18 Where f or any reason a figure is deleted, a ll reference signs relating 
solely to that figure appearing in t he description and claims should also be 
deleted. 

9.19 In the case of international applications dealing with complex subjects and 
incorporating a large number of drawin gs , a separate sheet listing all reference 
signs may be attached to the end of the description as a part thereof. This list 
may take whatever form is appropriate and contain all the reference signs together 
wit h the designation of the features which they denote. This method could have 
the advantage of allowing an easier reference to the meaning of the various 
reference signs employed and understanding of the drawings. 

9.20 "The same features, when denoted by reference signs, shal l, throughout the 
international application, be denoted by the same signs." 

9 . 21 There would be considerable confusion i f a sing l e feature were a llocate d 
different reference signs in the var i ous f i gures of the drawing . However , where 
several variant s or embodiments of a c l a imed invention are described, eac h with 
r eferen ce to a particular figure , and where each variant contains featur e s whose 
function is the same or basically the same, the features may, if this is indicated 
in the description, be identified by r efer e nce numbers made up of the n umbe r of 
the figure to which it re l ates fo l lowed by the number of the feature , which is the 
same for all variants, so that a single number is formed, e.g ., the common feature 
" 15" would be indicated by "115" in Fig . 1 while the corresponding feature would 
be indicated by " 215" in Fig . 2 . This system has the advantag e that an individual 
feature and t he figure on which it is to b e considered can be indicated at the 
same time. It c a n also make compl ex cases involving many pages of drawings easier 
to read . Instead of the common reference sign being prefixed by the number of a 
figure , it may, when the individual variants or embodiments are descri bed with 
reference to particular groups of figures , be prefixed by t he number of t he 
p art icular varia n t or embodiment t o whi ch it relates ; this system, should if 
used, be explained in the description . 

9 . 22 "Each element of each figure shall be i n proper proportion to each of the 
other e l ements i n the figure, except where the use of a different proportion is 
indispensable for the clarity of the figure . " 

9 .23 As a preferred alternative to a difference in proporti on within one figure 
for the purpose of achieving the n e cessary clarity , a supplement ary figure should 
be added giving a larger scale illus t ration of the element of the initial figure . 
In such cases it is r e comme nded that the enlarged element shown i n the second 
figure be surrounded by a finely drawn or " dot - dash " circl e in the f irst figure 
p i npointing its location without obscurin g the figure . 

10 . Text matter on drawings 

10 . 1 It should first be noted that Rule ll.l3(e ) and (h ) also apply to text matter 
on the drawings . 

10.2 "The drawings sha ll not contain text matter , except a single word or wor ds 
when absolutely indispensable such as "water ," "steam, " "open," "closed," "section 
on AB" and in the case of electric circuits and block schematic or flow sheet 
diagrams , a few short catch words indispensabl e for understanding. Any words 
used shall be so placed that if translated , they may be paste d over without inter­
fer ing with any line s of the drawings ." 
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10.3 Where text matter is deemed indispensable for understanding the drawing, a 
minimum of words should be used, and a space free of all lines of drawings should 
be left around them to facilitate the insertion of any translation. 

11. Conventional symbols 

11 . 1 Known devices may be illustrated by symbols which have a universally recog­
nized conventional meaning and are generally accepted in the art provided no 
further detail is essential for understanding the subject-matter of the claimed 
inve ntion . Other signs and symbols may be used on condition that they are not 
likely to be confused with existing conventional symbols , that they are readily 
identifiable , i.e. simple, and providing that they are clearly explained in the 
text of the description . Different types of hatching may also have different 
conventional meanings as regards the nature of a material seen in cross- section. 

12. Amendments to drawings 

12.1 Amendments to the drawings are permitted, as well as of the other documents. 
These amendments may be made at the request of the applicant . The amendments may 
concern either clerical errors or more substantial changes. 

~2 . 2 Amendments to drawings are, in general, subject to the same rules as apply under 
the PCT in respect of amendments to other documents of the interna~~onal application . 

17. . 3 The general rule governing the admissibility of amendments , which must 
be borne in mind, is that they must not extend the content of the application 
as filed , i . e., they mus t not have the effect of introducing new material. 

12.4 · If drawings which depart substantially from the physical requirements laid 
down in. the Rules are filed in order to establish a particular date of filing or 
retain a priority date , such drawings will be permitted to be replaced so as to 
provide drawings compl ying·with the Rules, provided that it is clear that no new 
material is thereby introduced into the international application. In view of 
this proviso , care should be taken that any "informal" drawings which are filed 
clearly show all the features necessary t o illustrate the invention . 

13 . Graphic forms not considered to be drawings 

Rule ll.lO(b) 13 . 1 " The d escription, the claims and the abstract may contain chemical or math­
ematical formulae ." Such formulae may be written by hand or drawn if necessary 

Rule ll.9(b) but it is recommended that appropriate drafting aids or materials such as stencils 
or transfers be used . for practical reasons formulae may be grouped together on 
one or more sheets in the description and paginated with it. It is recommende d 

Rule lO.l(d) 

Rule 11. 9 (d) 

Rule 11.13 (h ) 

in such cases that each formula be designated by a reference sign and the 
description should contain references to such formulae whenever necessary . 

13.6 Chemical or mathematical formulae may also be grouped together and be placed 
after the claims as drawings. In such a case , the chemical or mathematical 
formulae must be drawn to comply with the requirements for drawings and the sheets 
must be numbered as drawing sheets . 

13.3 The chemical or mathematical formulae must employ symbols in general use and 
must be drawn in such a way that they are completely unambiguous. Numerals, 
letters and signs which are not typed must be legible a nd identical in form in the 
various formulae, irrespective of the element of the international application in 
which they appear. 

13.4 Chemical or mathematical formulae appearing in the text of the international 
application must have symbol s the capital l e tters of which are a t least 0 . 21 c m 
high . Where they appear on sheets of drawings, these symbols must be at least 
0.32 cm high. 

13 . 5 All mathematical symbols used in a formula which appear in a description or 
on sheets of drawings should be explained in the description , unless their sig­
nificance is clear from the context. In a ny case, the mathematical symbols used 
may be collated in a list. 
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13.6 For the sake of convenience , the tabl es may also be grouped t ogether in one 
or more sheets of the description and paginated with it. 

13.7 I f two or more tables are necessary , eac h should be identified by a n Arabic 
or Roman number , independently of the pagination of the description or drawings 
or of the figure n umbering , or by a capi tal letter, or by a title indicating its 
contents, or by some other means. 

13 ,8 Each line and column in a table should begin with an entry explaining what 
lt represents a nd, if necessary, the units used . 

~3 . 9 It should be remembered that the characters must satisfy the requirements of 
Rule 11 . 9 and Rule 11 . 6(a ) and (b) , regarding the maximum usable surface areas 
of sheets and that these r equirements appl y to tables as well. 

Rule ll.lO(c) lJ.lO The claims may include tables if this is desirable in view of the subject­
matter involved. In this case, the tables must be i ncluded in the text of the 
relevan t claim; they may not be annexed t o the claims nor may reference be made 
to tables contained in the description. Rule 6.2(a) stipulates that the claims 
may refer to the description or drawings in the i nternational application only 
where this is absolutel y necessary . The mere desire to eliminate t he need to 
prepare further copies does not constitute absolute necessity. 

1 4. Photographs and Photomicrographs (excluding photolithographs 

14.1 The PCT makes no provision for photographs or photomicrographs . Nevertheless , 
the r e are cases where a photograph is necessary , as it is sometimes impossible 
to draw what it shows , e.g. , crystalline structures, metallurgical microstruc­
tures , textile fabrics, and grain structures. In s uch cases , one or more photo­
graphs may be necessary . 

14 . 2 Photographs or photomicrographs may only be submitt ed whe re ~he claimed 
invention cannot be clearl y understood by us ing regular drawings . 

14 . 3 s uch photographs, to be a cceptabl e, must be made on photographic pape r havi ng 
the f ollowing characteristics which are generally accepted in the photographic 
trade: double weight paper with a surface described as smooth , tint, white. 

14.4 In any event , photographs must be submitted o n sheets of A4 size (29.7 cm x 
21 cm) with the minimUm margins lai d down in Rule 11 .6 (c) .

INFORMATIVE MATERIAL RELATING TO DRAWINGS 
UNDER THE PCT 

1. This Annex contains material of an informative nature relating to drawings 
Under the PCT which could be useful to draftsmen, inventors, applicants and the 
general public. The subject matter of each of the numbered Sections of this 
Annex has been arranged to coincide with the Sections of the Guidelines having 
the same numbers (there is no such correspondence between the subject matter of 
the paragraphs of this Annex and the paragraphs of the Guidelines having t he 
same numbers); such subject matter has been included only to the extent t hat it 
provides information supplementing that contained in the Guidelines . In some 
cases, in o rder to preserve the correspondence between t he sections of this 
Annex and those of the Guidelines, the sections o f this Annex simply indicate 
that no information, in addition to that contained in the Guidelines , is thought 
necessary. 

2. It is to be noted that the Guidelines themselves provide the essential 
information as to the requirements of the PCT in relation t o drawings. 

3. The Appendix to this Annex consists of eight parts (Parts I to VIII), con­
taining examples of drawings which show the various ways in which the require­
ments of the PCT may be applied or, in some cases, in which errors may be avoided . 
In the last-mentioned case, the reference numbers of examples containing errors 
are crossed through with tw~ lines. 
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Informative Material Relating t o Drawings under the PCT 

1. When drawings are required 

1.1 No further inform·ation, in addition to that contained in the Guidelines, is 
thought necessary. 

2. Graphic forms which are considered to be drawings 

2.1 Figures 4 and 6 (Appendix, Parts I and II), give examples of a flow s heet 
(a block diagram), and Figure 5 (Appendix, Part II), gives an example of a 
functional diagram (mixed block diagram) ; they are all drawings as mentioned i n 
paragraph 2.1 of the Guidelines. The same is true of t he diagram in Figure 8, 
Appendix, Part V. 

2.2 When a process can be represented by drawings proper rather than a simple 
diagram (e.g., in Figures 1, 2 and 3, Appendix, Part I ) , it is preferable to do 
so. This makes the process more readily comprehensible and at the same time 
solves the problem of translatin~ the text on the diagrams. 

3. Presentation of Drawings 

3.1 No further information, in addition to that contained in the Guidelines, is 
thought necessary. 

4. Condition regarding the paper u sed 

4.1 No further information, in addition to that contained in the Guidelines, is 
thought necessary. 

5 . Fastening sheets of drawings 

5 .1 No further information, in addition to that contained in the Guidelines, is 
tnought necessary. 

6. Presentation of the sheets o·f drawings 

6.1 The Appendix, Part I, illustrates the maximum useable surface area for draw­
ings mentioned in paragraph 6.2 of the Guidelines, The illustration of the cover 
frame is only to delineate the surface area and should not appear on sheets of 
drawings submitted in international applications.

6.2 The pagination of the sheets of drawings contained in the Appendix (Parts I 
to VIII) provides an example of the numbering of s heets of drawings in accordance 
with paragraph 6.6 of the Guidelines. 

7. General layout of draw·ings 

7 .1 Figures 13 to 16 in the Appendix, Part VI , illustrate drawings presented 
with insufficient space in between the figures, contrary to the recommendat ion 
cont ained in paragraph 7.3 of the Guidelines , and resulting in confusion between 
the reference s igns of adjacent figures. 

7 . 2 In the cas e of inventions concer ning improvements to details of existing 
devices and machines , a general f igure may be desirable t o indicate whe re o n the 
device or machine the improvement is situated, in order to ens u r e t hat the drawings 
are readily understood . If, for e x ample , the invention r elates t o the fi x i ng of 
a n elas tic diaphragm i n a diaphragm pump , a figure--generally the first --may rep­
resent the entire pump, as improved by the invention , the details of which will 
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then be given in the other figures. On the other hand, it would be unnecessary 
to represent the entire machine comprising this diaphragm , e.g., the automobi l e 
in which the diaphragm pump circulates the fuel. 

7.3 In most cases, it will be unnecessary to represent an object by means of its 
6 orthogonal views . It will be sufficient to choose the views which are the most 
representative and contain the min imum of hidden parts, so that the object is 
completely and unambiguously defined by means of the smallest possible number of 
views. To this end, it is sometimes sufficient to replace t he various views of 
an object by a single perspective view. The simplest view compatible with the 
desired result should be chosen . 

7.4 Figure 20 in the Appendix, Part VIII, illustrates the numbering of a complete 
figure divided into parts . This involves giving a single number to the complete 
figure, which is also given to the parts thereof by means of a bracket embracing 
the parts . It is clear that the separate parts in fact constitute one and the 
same complete figure so long as those parts of the complete figure appear on a 
s ingle sheet . 

7.5 Figures 7A and 7B in the Appendix, Part~ III and IV, illustrat e partial 
figures on several sheets forming, in effect, a single complete figure as mentioned 
in paragraph 7.6 of the Guidelines . Although it is possible to assemble these 
part ial figures without concealing any of their parts, the relationship between 
the figures themselves is not clear. Figure 20 in the Appendix, Part VIII , on the 
other hand, is d ivided into two parts intended to be assembled edge to edge 
according to the plane taken .along the lines A-A. The re l ationship between the 
two figures is thus rendered much clearer and does not lead to confusion since 
there is a clear division between · the two figure.s. 

8. Expressions, etc., not to be used 

8 . 1 There are three categories of expressions which should not be contained in 
the drawings of an international appl ication. These categories are r eferred to 
in paragraph 8.1 of the Guidelines and are specified in Rule 9 . 1 . Examples of 
the kind of matter coming within the first and second categories--contrary to public 
order ("ordre public") or morality--are: incitement to r iot or to acts of dis­
order ; incitement to criminal acts; racial , religi ous or simifar discriminatory 
propaganda ; and grossly obscene matter. The purpose of Rule 9 is to prohibit the 
kind of matter likely to induce riot or publi.c disorder, or lead to criminal or 
other generally offensive behaviour . The third category is irrelevant matter. 
It should be noted, however , that such matter is specifically prohibited under the 
Rule only if it is "obviously irrelevant or unnecessary ," e.g., if it has no 
bearing on the subject matter of the invention or its background of relevant prior 
art. 

9 . Execution of drawings 

9.1 Figure 10 in the Appendix , Part V, provides an example of strokes of insuf­
fici ent density contrary to paragraphs 9.1 and 9 . 2 of the Guidelines. F igure 9 
in the Appendix, Part V , on the other hand , complies with the requirement of 
density. 

9 . 2 As indicated in paragraph 9.2 of the Guidelines, all lines must ordinarily 
be drawn with the aid of drafting instruments, except those which by their nature 
do not permit the use of such instruments, e . g . , irregular diagrams · and structures 
as illustrated by Figure 8 in the Appendix, Part V. Figure 11 in the Appendix, 
Part V, shows a drawing done free-hand without instruments which would not be 
acceptable . 

9 . 3 Although Rule 11 .13(a) requires the use of uniformly thick lines and strokes , 
the same figure may be drawn in strokes of different thicknesses and the thickness 
of a stroke or line may even be different at various points . Figure 9 of the 
Appe ndix , Part V , provides a good illustration of thi s . 
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9 . 4 Lines and strokes of different thicknesses may be used in the same drawing 
where different thicknesses have a different meaning . One can , for instance , 
visual ize the use of: 

~ continuous thick l ine for edging a nd o utlining views and cross - sections 

~continuous thin line for reference lines , hatching, outlining parts of 
adjoining elements , fic t itious lines of i n tersection of s urfaces connected 
by curved or ro.unded edges 

a continuous thin li'ne drawn freehand for delimiting views , part secti o n s 
Or interrupted views--

~ thin broken line made up of short dashes for hidden edges and contours 

~ "dot- dash" thin line for axes and planes of symmetry , ext reme positions 
of movable elements, in front of a cross - section 

~thin l ine terminating in two thick lines for outlines of cross- secti ons . 

9.5 Figures 9 and 12 i n the App endix , Parts V and VI, show the use of spaced 
l ines for shading as men t i oned in paragraph 9.3 of t he Guidelines. 

9 . 6 A cross- section should be marked according to a system enabling it to be 
q u ickl y identified, especial ly in cases where several cross-sections are made 
on the same figure . According to the methods explained in paragraph 9 . 6 of the 
Guidelines, the cross-section may be designat ed by reference to the number of 
the figure , e . g . , Figure 4 is a cross-section taken along the line 4 -4 or IV- IV. 
This solution obviates t he need for text on the drawings. 

9.7 The general considerations rel ating to hatching are set out in paragraphs 
9.7 and 9.8 of the Guidelines. Hatching m~y have different conventional meanings 
as regar ds the nature of a material seen in cross - section . Figures 13 to 16 of 
the Appendix, Part VI , illustrate a cross-section of a synthetic p l astic material. 

9 . 8 The scale to which a drawing is made ought to be large enough to show the 
Rule ll . l3(c) mechanism without crowding when the drawing is linear reduced in size to two-thirds 

in reproduction, in accordance with paragraph 9 . 9 of the Guidel ines . Views of 
portions of the mechanism on a larger scale shoul d be used when necessary to show 
details clear ly; two or more sheet s shou ld be used if one does not give sufficient 
room to a c complish this end, but the number of sheets should not be more than is 
necessary. If Figure 7B in the Appendix , Part IV, were reduced to two-th irds , it 
would no longer be possible to make out the smallest detai l s and the drawing would 
be barely legible. 

9.9 The graphic representa tion of the scale of drawings, in the exceptional cases 
where the applicant has deemed its inclusion useful,as explained in paragraph 9 . 9 
of the Guidelines , shoul d be such that it is still comprehens ible when the drawing 
is reproduced in reduced format. A graphic representation of scale may be given 
in a conventional manner , e.g . , by giving the dimensions on the figure itself . 
Figure 12 in the Appendix, Part VI, illustrates this solution . I t s hould be noted 
that workshop drawings are generally not suited for international applications as 
they include measurements , processing instructions , etc. , which are unnecessary 
for disclosure of the claimed invention . 
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9.10 It is desirable that numbers, letters and reference signs mentioned in 
paragraph 9 . 11 of the Guidelines should not be so placed in the closed and com­
plex parts of t he drawings as to interfere with a tho~ugh comprehension of the 
same, and therefore should rarely cross or mingle wi~h the lines. As a general 
rule, numbers , letters and reference signs should be placed as closely as possible 
to the part in quest ion . 

9 . 11 Figure 1 7 i n the Appendix, Part VII shows an exampl e of straight reference 
l i nes while Figure 9 in the Appendix, Part V, i llustrates curved reference lines 
in accordan ce with paragraph 9 .12 of t he Guideli nes . The numbers and reference 
signs are normally connected by reference lines (executed in the same way as l ines 
in the drawings) with the parts to which they refer. These lines may be broken 
if the part is hidden and itself drawn on a dot t ed line, and should be as short 
as possible. 

9 . 12 Reference lines for certain r efer ence signs may be omitted as mentioned in 
paragraph 9 . 12 of the Guidelines. Reference signs of this type, which are not 
connected to anything , will then indicate the surface or cross-section on which 
they are placed. In such cases, the reference sign may be underlined to make it 
quite clear that tpe line has not been left out by mistake . Reference signs 21, 
26 or 28 of Figure 20 in the Appendix, Part VIII, illustrate this solution . 

9. 1 3 As regards the use of arrows at the end of reference lines mentioned in 
paragraph 9.13 of t he Guidelin~s , reference 10 , Figure 1 in t he Appendix, Part I , 
illustrates a free - standing arrow for the entire section toward wh ich it points 
whereas reference 36, Figure 9 in the Appendix, Part V, illustrates an arrow 
touching a line of the surface shown by the arrow. Figure 19 in the Appendix , 
Part VII , illustrates curved arrows which indicate angle dimensions . 

9.14 Figure 7B in the Appendix, Part IV , illustrates reference numbers which 
are too small, contrary to the requirements mentioned in paragraph 9.14 of the 
Guidelines , while those in Figures 1 to 3 in the Appendix , Part I, are of the 
correct size . The angles shown in Figure 19 in the Appendix, Part VII , illustrate 
an appropriate use of the Greek a lphabet instead of the Latin alphabet . 

9 . 15 No further information , in addition to that contained in the Guidelines, 
is thought necessary. 

9.16 Figures 1 to 3 in the Appendix, Part I , give examples of the same parts 
of the invention appearing in more than one v iew of the drawing which are desig­
nated by different refererence signs contrary to the requirement contained in 
paragraph 9.20 of the Guidelines. 

9 . 17 Figure 18 in the Appendix, Part VII, illustrates a variation in proportion 
o n a l arger scale of part of Figure 17 indispensable for clarity of the figure 
in accordance with the requirements contained in paragraph 9.22 of the Guide ­
lines . Such enlarged detail shown in Figure 17 has been indicated by a "do t-dash " 
circle in Figure 17 pinpointing the location of the enlarged view as explained 
in paragraph 9.23 of the Guidelines. 
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10 . 1 The Figures mentioned below illustrate the application of Rule 11.11 as 
explained in paragraph 10.2 of the Guidelines. Figure 4 in t he Appendix, Part I, 
for example , is correctly laid out: the diagram is immediately understandable 
but it is not certain that the translation of all the terms may be entered . 
The layout of Figure 5 in the Appendix , Part II, is straightforward and no trans ­
lation is required, but reference to the description is necessary if it is to be 
comprehende d . Figure 6 in the Appendix, Part II, contains a flow sheet with an 
excess i ve proportion of text which it may not be possible to replace by trans­
lations . The text appearing in Figures 7A and 7B in the Appendix, Parts III and 
IV, is simple and could be easily replaced by translations, but it is not absolute­
ly indi?pensable .as the d iagrams may be comprehended simpl y with the aid of the 
description. 

11 . Conventional symbols 

11.1 No further information, in addition to that contained in the Guidelines, 
is thought ' necessary. 

12. Amendment to drawings 

12.1 No further information, in addition to that contained i n the Guidelines , 
is thought necessary. 

13. Graphic forms considered not to be drawings . 

13.1 No information , in addition to that contained in the Guidelines, is 
thought necessary . 

14. Photographs and photomicrographs (excluding photolithographs) 

14 .1 No information , in addition to that contained in the Guidelines , is 
thought necessary.

A. General 

1 . It is desirable to make two sets of guidelines on drawings, that is: 

t o say o~e set for FCT Authorities for checking the dra~gs sub~itted to 

them and another set to give instructions to tho~e who would actually be 

making drawings. And if possible, the latter should be incorporated in the 

Guidel ines fJ/Applicants. 

2 . The guideli nes for FCT Authorities should be made on the basis of FCT 

regulations rel ated to drawings, that is to say, picked out from regulatons 

in FCT Hule ll, and also on the basis of regulations in Rule 26. 3. As 

for t~e guidelines for those who actually make the dra~gs, they need not 

always be based on FCT regulations, as they should be made from the stand-

point of giving information on making drawings to those who actually draw 

them. Thus, it is desirable that as much information as possible on drawings 

would be included, provided t~t such information is not co~tradictory to t he 

one in cluded i n the former guidelines. 

3. Thr~~ghout the paragraphs of both Guidelines, the wording of FCT 

regulations should be used as much as possible, and FCT regulations related 

to drawings should be cited by the num~er of the provision cited, for in3tance, 

Article so and so rather than quoting the whole passage of such a provision. 

B. In Detail

Comments on the "Guidelines on Drawings " 
(PCT/WG/GPD/I/5) 

1. Photographs and requirements in respect of photographs 

are not ment ioned in the Guidelines . However, in a number of 

cases, photographs can be used in the application as a necessary 

kind of illustration which could not be replaced by a drawi ng 

(for example, an i mage of a microstructure of a metal or alloy 

and in some other cases) . 

2. It should be clarified whether it is necessary to arran ge 

chemical and mathematical formulae (as is done at present in 

the United Kingdom) on separate sheets by analogy with drawings 

and to mark them by Roman or Arabic numerals. 

3. Item 3 . The type of paper for preparation of drawing s 

should be c larified . It is very advisable that the sheets of 

drawings of an application should be fastened together with 

a folder . 

Item 5 (last portion) . Is it necessary to give a number 

t o the so-called "who l e figure" drafted in a reduced scale, 

indicating th~ positions of t he cross- secti ons? It would 

appear advisable to give the number of the whole figure by 

w~y of Arabic numerals and the same number given to the whole 

figure should be given to the partial figures of the whole 

figure by way of a letter of the Latin a l phabet . 

4 . Item 5 .3 (last portion) . It is advisable when adding a 

figure drafted in a r e duced scale with a view to showing how

Additional drawings which do not change the sub­

stance and the scope of the invention and only needed to facili­

tate, for instance, the understanding of the drawings fi led 

earlier or to eliminate "clerical errors" mention ed in the f irst 

portion of item 10 apparently should not be considered as "new " 

and therefore should not be con sidered as unacceptable material 

for the purposes of amendments.
