Such a statement Is provided for in Art. 2(3) of the Decision of the President
of the EPO dated 11 December 1992 concemning the Sequence Listings, see OJ EPO, Supplement No. 2 fo
the December Issue of the Journal, p.3. Such a statement is considered necessary by the EPO for legal
security reasons.
