preparation of dra\dnes. The EPo decided that 

they should be directed to formalities offic~. 

We suggest that Wiro does likewise and 

incorporates these guidelines aa a separate 

section in the Receiving Office guidelines. The 

EPO also took a number of other decisions which 

shortened the guidelines and could well be adopt!' rl
