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Access control options discussed

(A) Access code - given to (or received from) applicant

- applicant provides to OSF

(B) List of countries - (i) OFF forwards to DAS changes to list
or
- (11) client maintains list on DAS
or

- (111) client and/or OFF maintains list on DAS
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Code assignment possibilities discussed

(1) IB always assigns code

(2) OFF usually assigns code

- reduces mailings (OFF could return code with filing
receipt)
