o XMLAIP aims at superseding WIPO Standards ST.36,
ST.66 and ST.86

* A number of IPOs have adopted WIPO Standards
ST.36, ST.66 and ST.86 extensively In their operations.

« Many IP information providers also use the existing
WIPQO Standards in their production.

e |POs and other IP information users wish to achieve a
degree of compatibility between XML4IP and the
existing WIPO.

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Objectives of XMLA4IP

Implementation: Issue

* |POs have difficulties to implement WIPO
XML Standards, 1.e., ST.36, ST.66, ST.86

— There 1s no implementation guideline in the
Standards

* Implementation of WIPO XML Standards In
one IPO is different from the other IPOs’
Implementation.

— Flexibility increases diversity of implementation
and complexity of data exchange

Standards (CWS):

— the XMLA4IP TF to present a whole set of draft proposal of
XMLAIP for comments from the CWS

e In 2011, at the 2 session of CWS:

— the XMLA4IP TF to propose a final draft of XMLA4IP for
consideration by the CWS
