Se permite que los &filiados adviertan su abstencion u oposicion alas
declaraciones de politica. En dichas declaraciones debe figurar un aviso de que los
miembros particulares de la CSC no estén necesariamente de acuerdo con la posturade la
CSC.

5.2 Asimismo, la CSC podra, dadas | as circunstancias indicadas, presentar declaraciones
respal dadas por miembros particulares de la CSC.
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6. Finanzas.
Todos los gastos de la CSC seran donados por sus miembros a discrecion de éstos.

7. Listas de distribucion.

La CSC mantendra unalista de debate archivada y abiertaal publico, y unalista de
anuncios access bl e solamente alos miembros.
