The constant development of the Internet as a means for doing business 
has seen a number of commercial practices that have a potential effect 
on trademark rights.  Special legislative provisions offering “safe 
harbors” for Internet Intermediaries, as well as the idea of extending 
notice and take down procedures (which already exist in the field of 
copyright) to situations of alleged trademark infringement, are often 
mentioned as possible solutions that would enable continued Internet 
business development, while at the same time, safeguarding the 
legitimate interests of trademark owners.  Other possible solutions 
consist of informal industry agreements or Public-Private-
Partnerships (PPPs).  This Panel will present and discuss some of those 
solutions.
