WIPO/GRTKEF/IC/20/1 Prov. 2: Draft Agenda for the Twentieth Session

2. This document contains the proposed items to be dealt with by the Committee, and is
submitted to the Committee for possible adoption.

3.  This document sets out the names, contact details and aims and objectives of
organizations which have applied to the Committee for accreditation as ad hoc observers to the
current and future sessions of the Committee.

4.  The WIPO General Assembly, in 2005 established the “WIPO Voluntary Fund for
Accredited Indigenous and Local Communities”. The decision was taken on the basis of
document WO/GA/32/6, subsequently amended by the WIPO General Assembly in September
2010, which sets out the objectives and operation of the Fund. This document refers to the
appointment of the Fund’s Advisory Board, and provides information on the fund-raising drive
initiated by the Secretariat. The required information note providing details of contributions
received and beneficiaries is circulated in parallel as document WIPO/GRTKF/IC/20/INF/5.

5. At IGC 19, “the Committee requested that document WIPO/GRTKF/IC/19/6

(“Draft Objectives and Principles Relating to Intellectual Property and Genetic Resources”)
be transmitted as a working document to the next session of the Committee, as [s0]
amended...”.

WIPO/GRTKF/IC/20/5: Options for Future Work on Intellectual Property and Genetic
Resources

6. AtIGC 19, the Secretariat was requested “to re-issue document WIPO/GRTKF/IC/19/7,
including Clusters A (‘Options on defensive protection of genetic resources’) and B (‘Options on
disclosure requirement’), as a working document for the next session of the Committee”. The
present document is a re-issue of document WIPO/GRTKF/IC/19/7.

WIPO/GRTKEF/IC/20/6: Like-Minded Countries Contribution to the Objectives and Principles on
the Protection of Genetic Resources and Preliminary Draft Articles on the Protection of Genetic
Resources

7. At IGC 19, the Committee “requested that document WIPO/GRTKF/IC/19/11
(‘Like-Minded Countries Contribution to the Objectives and Principles on the Protection of
Genetic Resources and Preliminary Draft Articles on the Protection of Genetic Resources’),
be transmitted as a working document to the next session of the Committee”.

9.  The Program and Budget for the 2010/2011 biennium, (Program 27, Conference and
Language Services), approved by the Assemblies of the Member States of WIPO on October 1,
2009, provided that: “[flor the coming biennium, the languages of documentation for the
Intergovernmental Committee on Intellectual Property and Traditional Knowledge, Folklore and
Genetic Resources will be expanded to all the official languages of the UN, to be followed by
documentation for other committees as financial and human resources permit’. The present
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document proposes amendments to the Rules of Procedure of the Committee to reflect the
current practice.
