DRAFT AUTHENTICITY GUIDELINES

Key Findings

= Tourism is an important way to celebrate Mi’kmaw language and culture

= Authenticity is difficult to define: “I know it when I see it”

= Authenticity comes from the hearts, minds, hands and spirit of the Mi’kmaq

= Transparency and openness about a story or product’s origin and connection

to Mi’kmaw history and tradition is paramount
= Diversity - everyone has their own stories and perspectives

= A Mi’kmagq delivered tourism experience/service/product must feature Mi’kmaw
culture to be considered authentic
* Cultural Appropriation vs Cultural Appreciation
= Mi’kmaw Creation, Control, Delivery

DRAFT AUTHENTICITY GUIDELINES

Key Findings (con’t)

Ceremonies
= Community ceremonies can be shared with tourists (ie Mawiomi)
= Sacred ceremonies should not be shared with tourists (ie Naming)

= Discussion regarding sharing and monetizing Mi’kmaw ceremonies
was challenging
* Traditional and cultural knowledge should be valued

= Only Mi’kmaq who are knowledgeable and experienced should be offering teachings
= (Guidelines should be uniform both on reserve and off

= A Mi’kmaw brand would ensure tourists know the product or experience is authentic
