Estuvieron representados en la sesion los siguientes miembros del Comité: Alemania, Australia,
Austria, Azerbaiyan, Bulgaria, Canada, China, Dinamarca, Egipto, Eslovaquia, Espafna, Estonia,
Finlandia, Francia, Hungria, India, Israel, Italia, Japén, Kirguistan, Letonia, Lituania, México,
Nueva Zelandia, Noruega, Paises Bajos, Polonia, Portugal, Reino Unido, Republica Checa,
Republica de Corea, Republica de Moldova, Rumania, Serbia, Singapur, Suecia, Suiza,
Tayikistan, Trinidad y Tabago, Turquia, Ucrania, Unidon Europea y Uruguay (46). Estuvieron
representados en calidad de observadores los siguientes Estados: Brasil, Colombia, Honduras,
Iraq, Kuwait, Lesotho, Pakistan, Peru, Tailandia y Venezuela (Republica Bolivariana de) (11).

6. Tal como lo decidieran los 6rganos rectores de la OMPI en su décima serie de reuniones,
celebrada del 24 de septiembre al 2 de octubre de 1979 (véase el documento AB/X/32,
parrafos 51 y 52), el informe de la presente sesion refleja Unicamente las conclusiones del

ADOPCION DE MODIFICACIONES Y OTROS CAMBIOS EN LA UNDECIMA EDICION DE
LA CLASIFICACION DE NIZA, Y ENTRADA EN VIGOR DE LA 12.2 EDICION DE LA
CLASIFICACION DE NIZA

7. De conformidad con la Regla 7.1 del Reglamento, el Comité acordd que los cambios de la
version de 2022 de la undécima edicion de la Clasificacion de Niza, y las modificaciones en el
sentido del articulo 3.7.b) del Arreglo de Niza' aprobadas durante todo el periodo de revision de
seis afios, entraran en vigor el 1 de enero de 2023 y se publicaran en linea en una nueva
(duodécima) edicion (NCL (12-2023)), en inglés y francés, a finales de 2022.

8. El Comité tomd nota de que una primera publicacion estara disponible en el sitio
NCLPub, y la lista de productos y servicios en formato Excel, en inglés y francés, estara
disponible en el foro electrénico a fines de junio de 2022.

9. El Comité invit6 a la Oficina Internacional a corregir los errores gramaticales o
mecanograficos evidentes que encuentre en el texto de la Clasificacion y a armonizar, en la
medida de lo posible, el uso de la puntuacion.

' Articulo 3.7)b) del Arreglo de Niza: “Las decisiones relativas a la adopcion de modificaciones a introducir en la
Clasificacion, seran adoptadas por mayoria de cuatro quintos de los paises de la Unién especial representados y
votantes. Por modificacion debera entenderse toda transferencia de productos o servicios de una clase a otra, o la
creacion de una nueva clase”.

NUEVO PROCEDIMIENTO DE REVISION MEDIANTE EL NCLRMS (SISTEMA DE GESTION
DE LAS REVISIONES DE LA CLASIFICACION DE NIZA)
a) INTRODUCCION DE LA VOTACION 2

14. El debate se baso en el proyecto CE322, Anexo 2, relativo al nuevo procedimiento de
revision mediante el NCLRMS vy la introduccion de las votacion 2, presentado por la Oficina
Internacional.

15. El Comité agradecidé a la Oficina Internacional que haya tenido en cuenta las
observaciones de los Estados miembros y haya elaborado este proyecto, que se
examino inicialmente en la 31.2 sesién. En particular, los Estados miembros valoraron
positivamente el criterio de apoyo mayoritario de cuatro quintos en favor de la votacion 1,
lo que permitié un debate mas sélido de las propuestas del Grupo 2 durante la reunion.
En general, el Comité respaldo y aprobo el nuevo procedimiento de revision y la
introduccion de una votacion en dos fases. Asimismo, se reconocio que en el futuro se
estudiaran nuevas mejoras del NCLRMS.
