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1. On October 28, 2012, the German Patent and Trademark Office (DE Office) sent a document to the International Bureau requesting the revision of the list of Internationally agreed Numbers for the Identification of (bibliographic) Data (INID) codes under WIPO Standard ST.9.  The proposed revision should update the description of certain bibliographic data and add a new code concerning the supplementary protection certificate for medicinal products, including medicinal products for paediatric use.  In line with this request, the DE Office also requested to reflect the relevant information related to the said revision in Part 8.1 of the WIPO Handbook on Industrial Property Information and Documentation – Glossary of terms concerning industrial property information and documentation (Glossary).

2. The above-mentioned request by the DE Office, which is reproduced as Annex I to this document, contains background information, including the expected benefits of the revision, along with specific proposals for the inclusion of a new INID code (98) and the revision of the current definition of codes (92), (93) and (95).  In the Appendix to Annex I, the DE Office also states the subsequent proposed changes to the Glossary.

3. Within the framework of Task No.33 (“Ongoing revision of WIPO Standards”) and in accordance with the request by the DE Office, the International Bureau has prepared a draft revised version of Appendix 1 to WIPO Standard ST.9 (INID Codes and Minimum Requirements for the Identification of Bibliographic Data), which is reproduced as Annex II to this document for consideration and approval by the Committee on WIPO Standards (CWS);  the changes proposed by the DE Office are highlighted.
4. Considering paragraph 6 of the Standard, the International Bureau will subsequently update Appendix 2 to the Standard (Deletions and Amendments to the List Given in Appendix 1), which “contains those INID codes, with their definitions and/or notes, which were used at a certain period of time but have either ceased to be available for use or have been amended”.

5. The CWS is invited to:

(a) note the request by the DE Office for the revision of WIPO Standard ST.9 and the Glossary, as given in Annex I to this document;

(b) consider and adopt the proposal concerning the revision of Appendices 1 to WIPO Standard ST.9, as referred to in paragraph 3, above, and reproduced in Annex II to this document;

(c) note the editorial changes to Appendix 2 to WIPO Standard ST.9, as referred to in paragraph 4, above;  and

(d) consider and approve the inclusion of the proposal reproduced in the Appendix to Annex I to this document in the Glossary, as referred to in paragraph 2, above.
