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1. The Rules of Procedure for the Committee on Development and Intellectual
Property (CDIP), provide for ad hoc accreditation as observers of intergovernmental and
non-governmental organizations for a period of one year (see document CDIP/1/2 Rev.)

2. The Annexes to this document contain requests from the Federation of Industries of
the State of Rio de Janeiro (FIRJAN) and the Centrale Sanitaire Suisse Romande (CSSR),
for ad hoc observer status.

3. The CDIP is invited to take a
decision on the requests for accreditation
of the non-governmental organizations
referred to in the Annexes to this
document as ad hoc observers for a
period of one year.
