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1-2. What are industrial design rights?

In principle, the owner of a registered industrial design has
the right to prevent third parties from making, selling or
importing articles bearing or embodying a design which is a
copy, or substantially a copy, of the protected design, when
such acts are undertaken for commercial purposes.
