Professor Senftleben is a member of the Benelux Council for Intellectual Property and a former
member of the Copyright Advisory Committee of the Dutch State. He provided advice to WIPO
in copyright, trademark and unfair competition projects. For the European Commission, he
prepared a study on data access and reuse in research contexts. He is a member of the
Trademark Law Institute (TLI), the European Copyright Society (ECS) and the Executive
Committee of the Association littéraire et artistique internationale (ALAI). As a visiting
professor, he was invited to the National University of Singapore, the Engelberg Center

at NYU Law School, the Oxford Intellectual Property Research Centre, Tel Aviv University and
the Intellectual Property Research Institute of Xiamen University. His numerous publications
include Copyright, Limitations and the Three-Step Test (2004), European Trade Mark Law —

A Commentary (with Annette Kur, 2017) and The Copyright/Trademark Interface (2020). As a
guest lecturer, he provides courses at the Centre for International Intellectual Property

Studies (CEIPI), Strasbourg, the Munich Intellectual Property Law Center (MIPLC) and the
Jagiellonian University Krakow.
