The Assembly of the International Patent Cooperation Union (PCT Union) appointed, in 
October 2015, the Visegrad Patent Institute (VPI) as an International Searching Authority and 
International Preliminary Examining Authority.  As a follow-up to the above-mentioned 
appointment, a two-letter code to represent the VPI in WIPO Standard ST.3 should be 
established.  
 
The International Bureau of the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) received an 
annexed letter from the governments of Czech Republic, Hungary, Poland and Slovakia 
proposing a new two-letter code “XV” to represent the VPI in WIPO Standard ST.3.  The 
proposed code “XV” is one of the available codes in Standard ST.3 for individual use and for 
provisional codes.
