Ottawa, Canada 
 

Ottawa is the fourth-ranked cluster, out of 4 Canadian clusters, that falls within the top 100 S&T clusters in 2023. 

It filed 1,512 PCT applications and published 9,548 scientific articles, both per 1 million inhabitants over the last five 

years, making it the: 
 

95ᵗʰ largest science and technology cluster in 2023 (down three spots from 2022)
